GOLF RULES OF THE DAY
The tournament will be a two man best ball wth adjusted handicaps and follow USGA Rules. There will be no “bumping” or “gimmies.” 
Follow all local rules governing out-of-bounds and placements. All participants will play from the Blue Tee markers.

SPECIAL HOLE PRIZES
Participants agree and understand that all players are golf amateurs unless otherwise stated and identified on their individual 
pairing lists and entry form that the Tournament Director will report to the National Hole-In-One Association. PGA card carrying 
members are not eligible for Shootout or Hole-in-One prizes. The first winner on each hole is the only winner on that hole, but 
number of winners subject to change.

Closest-To-Pin
Prizes will be given on
Holes #3 and #8 of the Red Course
Holes #2 and #6 of the White Course
Holes #6 and #8 of the Blue Course

Bob Byrd Longest Drive
Longest Drive Holes for the tournament are Hole #5 on the White Course and Hole #4 on the Red Course. Each golfer will be as-
signed a Longest Drive hole by Tim Shifflett, the pro at Glen Oaks. Only one hole will be assigned to each golfer from either the 
White or Red Course. All assignments will be determined prior to the shotgun start.

Hole-In-One
Prizes will be given on
Holes #3 and #8 of the Red Course
Holes #2 and #6 of the White Course
Holes #6 and #8 of the Blue Course

Timothy M. O’Brien Closest-To-Pin Shootout
The Timothy M. O’Brien Closest-To-Pin Shootout qualifying holes are #6 on the Blue Course and #8 on the Red Course. Each golfer 
will be assigned a Shootout hole by Tim Shifflett, the pro at Glen Oaks Club. Only one hole will be assigned to each golfer from either 
the Blue or the Red Course. All assignment will be determined prior to the shotgun start.

The top 20 closest-to-pin players from match play on the qualifying holes are eligible for the Shootout. After the buffet and awards 
ceremony, qualifying players will hit in order from the 20th closest to the closest to qualify for the Grand Prize. In the event of a tie 
during the Shootout, all players will tee up and shoot again.

DEPARTING FROM: THE GARDEN CITY HOTEL
• Start out going east on Seventh St. towards Hilton Ave. by turning left.
• Turn left onto Franklin Ave.
• Turn right onto Stewart Ave.
• Turn slight left onto Clinton Rd.
• Clinton Rd. becomes Glen Cove Rd.
• Take the Northern Parkway East ramp towards Eastern Long Island
• Merge onto Northern Parkway
• Take the Post Ave. Exit, Exit #32, towards Westbury/Old Westbury
• Keep left at the fork in the ramp
• Turn left onto Post Ave.
• Stay straight to go onto Post Rd.

FROM: LI EXPRESSWAY, 495 FROM THE WEST | Exit 39, Glen Cove Rd.
• Stay on the service road for 4 lights (approx. 2 miles)
• At 4th light (Post Road) make a left
• After left, go 1/4 mile on Post Rd. to the yellow flashing light
• Club entrance is on the right at the yellow flashing light

FROM: LI EXPRESSWAY, 495 FROM THE EAST | Exit 40 East, Syosset
• Stay on the service road for 3 lights
• At 3rd light (Post Rd.) make a right, then continue heading north on Post Rd. for 1/4 mile to yellow flashing light
• Club entrance is on the right at the yellow flashing light

FROM: NORTHERN STATE PARKWAY | Exit 32 North, Post Avenue
• If coming from the west, make a left on Post Ave.
• If coming from the east, make a right on Post Ave.
• Cross over Jericho Turnpike,(here road name changes from Post Ave. to Post Rd.). Continue on Post Rd.
• Pass pond on left, continue north under L.I. Expressway
• Approx. 1/4 mile past the L.I. Expressway, you will see a yellow flashing light
• Make a right into the club entrance at the yellow flashing light

FROM: NORTHERN BLVD. | Glen Cove Rd. South
• If coming from the west, make a right on Glen Cove Rd.
• If coming from the east, make a left on Glen Cove Rd.
• Make a left on the service road of the Expressway
• Head east on the service road for 2 miles
• At Post Rd., make a left
• After left, go 1/4 mile on Post Rd. to the yellow flashing light
• Club entrance is on the right at the yellow flashing light
